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New JHA: you talk, we listen!

Timber Hanger Evolved 

At Simpson Strong-Tie we hear some great ideas from people wanting to reduce the time it takes to install 
timber joists. This inspired us to take a fresh look at our JHA (joist hanger with adjustable height strap) and 
introduce those ideas through an all new hanger design.
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The features of the new JHA at a glance:
New•	  “location tab” which quickly and accurately aligns the hanger to the carrying member.
New•	  installation options: wrap over or face fix depending on carrying member depth.
New•	  published performance values based on just one nail type (3.75x30mm square twist nail).

The following popular features have been retained:

Nailing pattern and nail type is stamped on the hanger.•	
Speed prongs located on each strap temporarily fix the hanger in position with a few taps of a •	
hammer, leaving both hands free to then install the nails.
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Location, location, location...
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The location tab added to the JHA ensures that the 
supported joist is level with the supporting member, by 
lining the seat of the hanger with the underside of the 
supporting member.

If required, a nail can be driven through the hole to help 
temporarily position the hanger ready for permanent nailing.

To further assist the installer, the nailing pattern and 
installation instructions are stamped directly on to the 
face of the strap. 

The minimum wrap-over is reduced from 55mm to 
45mm. Applications with a depth greater than 175mm 
can be fixed directly to the face without a wrap over.

The speed prongs allow the hanger to be temporarily fixed 
to the carrying member without nails - the prongs are 
simply tapped into the face of the member and hold it in 
place at the desired position.

The installer now has both hands free to complete the 
installation with galvanised square twist nails.
In conjuction with the location tab, accurate 
installation has never been as quick or simple.
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Regularised Timber
Joists are changing, ‘regularised’ timber is becoming more 
popular in the UK, calling for a wider range of 47mm connectors. 

JHA - Timber to Timber Height Adjustable Joist Hanger
The JHA is a one piece timber to timber connector designed to support timber joists from 
timber members. It features a wider strap, placing more surface area onto the face of the 
carrying joist, enhancing it’s performance.

The strap is height adjustable requiring a minimum wrap over of only 45mm when mounted 
to members of 175mm or less in depth. For depths greater than 175mm a purely face fix 
installation without a wrap-over is acceptable.

JHM - Masonry to Timber Joist Hanger
The JHM is a one piece non-welded joist hanger for supporting timber joists, beams and 
rafters from masonry walls. It features a built in inspection slot to make it easier to check 
from ground level and there are holes in the top flange for improved mortar keying.

The top flange provides the widest possible contact area, giving superior performance. 
Embossments on the side flange also provide greatly increased resistance to rotation.

LUP - Light Timber to Timber Hanger
Ideal for light duty applications such as decking and trimmer beams, or joists 
with a height of only 100mm. The LUP is a precision formed joist hanger 
engineered for fast installation and maximum loads.

As with the JHA, the LUP features speed prongs to enable the installer to 
position the LUP temporarily, leaving both hands free to install the nails.

TCP - Truss Clip
The TCP truss clip attaches girders, trusses and rafters to wall plates, providing 
very effective wind restraint. It can also be used for general purposes, strong-
back attachments and as an all-purpose tie wherever one member crosses 
another.

The TCP features a speed prong to hold the truss clip in position “hands free” 
and is manufactured with obround holes for easier nail driving.
